Washington

soil conditions which contribute to 
perfect maturity and acidity. With the 

advantageous coastal location, 
Washington State delivers prime grapes 

that are a perfect addition to the 
West Coast appellation.

California
With the Mediterranean climate and

long growing season, coastal California
is a premier location for growing 

world-class grapes. The hundreds of 
microclimates and wide variety of soils 

ensure diversity and contribute to the 
state’s extensive collection of distinct 

varietals. The unique topography of the 
Coastal and Sierra Nevada mountain 
ranges, coupled with the benefits of

warm West Coast ocean breezes, and
